Whatever you do, dont skip Pacific City
and Cape Kiwanda. You don’t drive directly
through it like most towns along Highway 101,
so just follow the signs south of Tillamook,
and when you reach the area, you'll know it:
Haystack Rock, sitting larger than life in the
middle of the bay, is a big giveaway.

Here you’ll find the popular Pelican
Brewing, as well as a variety of lodging
options. “It’s like a complex,” says Devlin.
